TEXT: Psalm 19:13; 2 Peter 2:9-10

Psalm 19:13 Keep back Your servant also from presumptuous sins; 

Let them not have dominion over me. 

Then I shall be blameless, And I shall be innocent of great transgression (sin).
2 Peter 2:9 … the Lord knows how to deliver the godly out of temptations and to reserve the unjust under punishment for the day of judgment, 
10 and especially those who walk according to the flesh in the lust of uncleanness and despise authority. They are presumptuous, self-willed. They are not afraid to speak evil of dignitaries,
INTRODUCTION:

A. THESE PASSAGES SPEAK OF PRESUMPTUOUS SINS.


1. David concerned with falling into the habit of them. "Great transgression."


2. Peter warns of the punishment – "chiefly them. (those who are presumptuous)"

B. WE NEED TO KNOW WHAT THEY ARE TALKING ABOUT.

I. WHAT IS PRESUPMTUOUS SIN?

A. DEFINE: OT zed --arrogant, proud, insolent, presumptuous. - BDB
B. BARNE’S NOTES: "[From presumptuous sins Psalm 19:13] … The word does not mean open sins, or flagrant (blatantly obvious) sins, so much as those which spring from self-reliance or pride. The prayer is substantially that he might have a proper distrust of himself, and might not be left by an improper reliance on his own power to the commission of sin (so he doesn’t sin)."
C. SOME OTHER PASSAGES THAT HELP:
Deuteronomy 18:20 – "shall speak … which I have not commanded."

20 … the prophet who presumes to speak a word in My name, which I have not commanded him to
     speak, or who speaks in the name of other gods, that prophet shall die.' 
Jude 8 – "reject authority."

8 Likewise also these dreamers defile the flesh, reject authority, and speak evil of dignitaries.
Numbers 15:30-31 – "does anything presumptuously."

30 'But the person who does anything presumptuously .., 
      that one brings reproach on the Lord, and he shall be cut off from among his people. 
31 Because he has despised the word of the Lord, and has broken His commandment, 
     that person shall be completely cut off…
D. WEBSTER’S:

(verb) "Presume to take upon oneself (do something) without permission or authority; dare
(Noun)"Presumption an (act) overstepping of proper bounds; the taking of something for granted (ok to do)
(Adj) "Presumptuous too bold or forward; taking too much for granted; showing overconfidence, arrogance





























(self -will, not afraid)
II. PREVENT BEING PRESUMPTUOUS – NEED SCRIPTURAL GUIDANCE
A. GOD’S WISDOM IS SUPREME.

Jeremiah 10:23 - Man has no answers 
23 O Lord, I know the way of man is not in himself; It is not in man who walks to direct his own steps.
Isaiah 55:8-9 - God is wiser than us
8 "For My thoughts are not your thoughts, Nor are your ways My ways… 
9 "For as the heavens are higher than the earth, So are My ways higher than your ways, And
     My thoughts than your thoughts.
1 Corinthians 1:21 We Can’t Know God Thru Wisdom of Men – GOD HAS TO TELL US - SAVED 

21 For since, in the wisdom of God, the world through wisdom did not know God, 
     it pleased God through the foolishness of the message preached to save those who believe.
B. CAN MAN IMPROVE ON GOD’S PLAN?

1 Corinthians 1:20 
20 … Has not God made foolish the wisdom (OF MEN) of this world?
1 Corinthians 3:18
18 Let no one deceive himself. If anyone among you seems to be wise in this age, 
     let him become a fool that he may become wise. 
Romans 11:33 
33 Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! 
     How unsearchable are His judgments and His ways past finding out! 
2 Peter 1:3

3 as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness,
   through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue,
HIS WORD APPLIES FOR ALL TIMES

C. Proverbs 14:12 (Men are mistaken)
12 There is a way that seems right to a man, But its end is the way of death.
WHAT ELSE DOES GOD SAY?
III. GOD HAS GIVEN US A PATTERN.

A. A PATTERN OR BLUEPRINT 
2 Timothy 1:13
13 Hold fast the pattern of sound words which you have heard from me, in faith and
     love which are in Christ Jesus.
B. GOD ALWAYS CONDEMNS THOSE WHO ACT WITHOUT AUTHORITY OR TAKE IT LIGHTLY. Those who will not be reined in.
Numbers 15:30  

30 'But the person who does anything presumptuously… 
     that one brings reproach on the Lord, and he shall be cut off from among his people.
31 Because he has despised the word of the Lord, and has broken His commandment
 Hebrews 10:26-29 (Context is Willfully Sinning & Taking God’s Law Lightly) 
28 Anyone who has rejected Moses' law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses.
29 (basically says) HOW MUCH MORE THOSE WHO REJECT JESUS?
C. EXAMPLES OF PRESUMPTUOUS SINS IN OT - Romans 15:4

Abel and Cain  Gen. 4 and Hebrews 11:4 

4 By faith Abel offered to God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, through which he obtained witness
   that he was righteous, God testifying of his gifts; and through it he being dead still speaks.
Abel offered by faith.
Where does faith come from? 

Romans 10:17 … faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

Romans14:23 …for whatever is not from faith is sin.
 Nadab and Abihu  Leviticus 10:1-3 

1 Then Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron.. 
   and offered profane fire before the Lord, which He had not commanded them. 
2 So fire went out from the Lord and devoured them, and they died before the Lord.
3 And Moses said to Aaron, "This is what the Lord spoke, saying: 'By those who come near Me
   I must be regarded as holy; And before all the people I must be glorified.' " …
David, the "Breach of Uzzah" – the new cart 

1 Chronicles 13:9-10
9 …Uzza put out his hand to hold the ark, for the oxen stumbled. 
10 Then the anger of the Lord was aroused against Uzza, and 
     He struck him because he put his hand to the ark; and he died there before God. 
1 Chronicles 15:2
 2 … David said, "No one may carry the ark of God but the Levites, 
1 Chronicles15:13-15
13 For because you did not do it the first time, the Lord our God broke out against us, 
     because we did not consult Him about the proper order."
15 … the Levites bore the ark of God on their shoulders, by its poles… according to the word of the Lord.

IV. DARE WE FORSAKE THE PATTERN TODAY?

A. THE COMMAND OF GOD 

1 Corinthians 4:6 (not thinking beyond what scripture teaches) 
6 … that you may learn in us not to think beyond what is written, 
Colossians 3:17 (need authority for our actions)
17 And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus …
B. 2 John 9 (taking the lead)
9 Whosoever goeth onward and abideth not in the teaching of Christ, 
    hath not God: he that abideth in the teaching, the same hath both the Father and the Son.  ASV
C. CERTAINTY OF PUNISHMENT - PRESUMPTUOUS
Revelation 22:18-19 (changes meaning of what God says)
18 For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds to these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; 
19 and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

Galatians 1:6-9 (added 1 thing)
6 I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to a different gospel, 
7 which is not another; but there are some who trouble you and want to pervert the gospel of Christ. 
8 But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed. 
9 Repeats vs. 8
D. A LEGITIMATE QUESTION:  WHERE’S YOUR AUTHORITY?
V. APPLICATIONS TODAY OF PRESUMPTUOUS SINS (IN THE CHURCH):
A. INSTRUMENTS - Ephesians 5:19
19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord
B. TRADITIONS OF MEN – Religious Titles – Matthew 23:9 (example of ignoring what God says)

9 Do not call anyone on earth your father; for One is your Father, He who is in heaven. 
CONCLUSION:

A. WE MUST HAVE AUTHORITY FOR EVERYTHING WE DO.

B. TO DO OTHERWISE IS TO SIN PRESUMPTUOUSLY.
