#2 EFFECTIVE BIBLE STUDY- HISTORY AS A FOUNDATION

Today’s lesson is titled Effective Bible Study

The lesson is a continuation of last week’s lesson where we talked about how we might go about studying the Bible more effectively so that we will learn faster and remember easier of what God’s word says.

The idea is to simplify Bible Study so that we don’t get lost in the details and so we can know better what we are studying.  If we do that, we are more likely to understand what God is telling us and we will draw the correct conclusion.

The problem is that we sometimes read very slowly trying to understand every single word before we really know what we are reading and where we are going.

One of the ways we understand what we are reading is to recognize what the key ideas are so that we will immediately have a good idea of where we are going.

This lesson is designed to give a better idea how we might start organizing our bible knowledge so that we will have a better recall.

The technique that we are going to use has to do with organizing our knowledge by using the history of the Bible’s Main Events and ideas.  Then once we have a working knowledge of this Events and Ideas, then we can build on that to sort the things we are studying.  This will help give us have a much better idea of what the context of what every Book of the Bible is about and less likely to draw the wrong conclusion. 
Last week we covered the 1st 5 books of the Bible:  Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers & Deuteronomy.
Genesis – The Creation of All life

Exodus – Children of Israel leave Egypt to inherit the PROMISE Land and are Given the Law of Moses

Leviticus – Details on the Law of Moses

Numbers – Organizing the People to inherit the PROMISE land

Deuteronomy – Moses prepares the Israel & Joshua to inherit the Promise Land

These books are considered books of Law & History.

Today’s lesson we will cover the next 12 books of history.  These 17 books are generally in historical order.
We are going start with the next 5 books of history starting with the book of Joshua thru 2 Samuel.

These 5 books are about Israel taking possession of and being in the PROMISE Land ….located in roughly what we call Modern day Israel.
