God Shut the Door
Scripture Reading:  Genesis 7:5-16
1. The longsuffering of God waited in the days of Noah, 1 Pet 3:20.

1 Peter 3:20
20 …the Divine longsuffering waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was being prepared, in which a few, that is, eight souls, were saved through water.
21 There is also an antitype which now saves us--baptism

2. Noah and family entered ark and God shut the door, Gen 7:16-24.
3. Teaching truth opens the door to heaven; door is shut by God when one does not obey in faith (Heb. 11:7).

Hebrews 11:7
7 “By faith Noah, being divinely warned of things not yet seen, moved with godly fear, prepared an ark for the saving of his household, by which he condemned the world and became heir of the righteousness which is according to faith.”

I. LESSONS FOR OUR CONSIDERATION.
A. Sinners will be Punished for their Sins, Gen 6:11-13;Ro 2:5-6.

Romans 2:5
5 “But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent heart you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God, 
6 who "will render to each one according to his deeds" 
B. God Provides a Way of Escape from the Eternal Punishment of Sin.

(Ark) (Plan of salvation, cf. Mark 16:16).


C. God is Gracious to those who Walk with Him, Gen 6:9, 22-7:1; (Eph 2:10).

Ephesians 2:8-10

8 For by grace you have been saved through faith, … it is the gift of God, 9 not of works, lest anyone should boast.
10 “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.”


D. God (not Noah) Judged Who went into the Ark and Who Perished.
(Note:  When we convict the world of sin, we are not the judge.  We are warning of the judgment of God!)

E. There is No Partiality with God, Gen 7:23 (Rom 2:11; Eze. 18:4).

(Romans 2:11), “For there is no partiality with God.”

Ezekiel 18:4
4 “Behold, all souls are Mine; The soul of the father As well as the soul of the son is Mine; The soul who sins shall die.”
