TEXT:  ROMANS 5:12
Introduction:

1.  Many People Go to this Passage to say we are “guilty of Adam’s Original Sin”
2.  BUT ARE WE???

3.  Great Controversy on this Subject

4.  Cover this Question:
“Do We Inherit this ORIGINAL SIN?”

ROMANS 5:12 (let’s read it)

Context:

1.  Christians Saved by FAITH – trusting God enough to do what he says – Rom 5:1-2
2.  Christ made this possible by his DEATH – Rom 5:6, 8, 10
What Does this Passage say?  

1.  Says sin entered world by 1 man’s sin

2.
Death spread to all men

3.
WHY?  because ALL sin
Many say we inherit the guilt of Adam sin – it doesn’t say it here

2 QUESTIONS:
If it does somehow - when & why does it pass to ALL men?

Some think 1 Corinthians 15:21-22 answers these questions -  but let’s include verse 20

1 Corinthians 15:20-22 - Let’s Read it

Talking about PHYSICAL DEATH NOT GUILT
2 QUESTIONS:

1.  Are all spiritually raised or justified in Christ?  NO

2.  Are all spiritually dead or condemned in Adam?  NO

We are Adam’s Physical Offspring & we inherit Physical Death as a consequence of Adam’s sin.

PSALM 58:2-6 - Ps 58:3 The wicked are estranged from the womb; They go astray as soon as they are born, speaking lies. 

PSALM 51:5
 Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, And in sin my mother conceived me. 
Some say these passages teach Humans SIN as soon as they are Born.  

Do they?
NO they must learn to talk 1st
What are these passages Teaching?

1.
Merely expressing His Distaste for His Enemies because trying to Kill Him (Ps 58:2-6)
2.  Nothing about the ORIGIN OF SIN being Adam

Eze 18:19-20  

"Yet you say, 'Why should the son not bear the guilt of the father?' Because the son has done what is lawful and right, and has kept all My statutes and observed them, he shall surely live. 20 The soul who sins shall die. The son shall not bear the guilt of the father, nor the father bear the guilt of the son. The righteousness of the righteous shall be upon himself, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon himself. 

1.  Who is condemned of sin – the soul that sins

2.  Sin is NOT shared or handed back & forth

3.  Specific application is that the Jews thought that their Babylonian Captivity was because of their Fathers

4.  It wasn’t, it was for their sin
If you still disagree, here’s question for your consideration:

Is it really Fair to hold you accountable for someone else’s sin? 
PSALM 89:14  Justice of God

 ARE WE PREPARED SAY GOD IS UNJUST?

Another Argument some make is that we have a SINFUL NATURE.

WHOSE OFFSPRING ARE WE ?

1.
Spirit from God – Eccl 12:7, (Zech 12:1)

WHAT’S OUR NATURE?

EPHESIANS 2:1-3
1.  Context is practicing of sin becomes ones nature

2.  Definition of word Greek for “Nature” means something that has become that way by a long HABIT
3.  No where here does it say we are born as sinners.
NIV is Dishonest/Bias in their interpretation of verse 3 where it says:

 “All of us also lived among them at one time, gratifying the cravings of our sinful nature and following its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we were by nature objects of wrath.”

4.  NKJV, KJV and ASV doesn’t do that.
ROMANS 2:14 vs. ROMANS 3:9-18

1.  Rom. 2:14 Gentiles by nature did what was contained in the law
2.  Context of Romans is the Gentiles are just as Acceptance as Jewish Christians are

3.  Rom. 3:9-18 description of God’s Chosen People were at Times GODLESS.

4.  Context suggests people generally tend to try to do what is right (contained in the law)
1.
Created in the image of God – Genesis 1:26, Made in the similitude (likeness) of God - James 3:9

2.
God Created Man UPRIGHT – Eccl 7:29 (righteous, correct, just)
Free Will

Joshua 24:14-16  choose this day who you will serve
Rev. 22:17  whoever desires
Other Passages

Matthew 1:21  Christ saves from our sins NOT Adam’s Sin
Acts 3:19  Sins are blotted out IF Adam’s Sin still exists Then God still remembering it
Romans 7:9  Paul was alive without the law – HOW is that possible if born with Original Sin
Colossians 3:9-10 Godly character described as a renewal to One’s Original State

Infant Baptism Result of this belief – IF they are guilty of original Sin – DOES HELL AWAIT THEM?

If, Original Sin is true, then the baby’s salvation is dependent on someone else.  Is that fair?

Conclusion

1 Thess 1:7-9  Those who don’t know God AND Don’t obey the Gospel Not those who aren’t capable of  it

Mark 16:16  He who believes and is Baptized will be saved NOT those who can’t believe & be baptized
