Psalm 119:160 The Entirety of God’s Word is Truth…  

Take away from or add to it then not God’s word
SEEDS OF GREAT COMMISSION STARTS IN OT
Genesis 3:15 (God talking to Satan) 

15 And I will put enmity Between you (Satan) and the woman, And between your seed and her Seed (Eve’s seed - Christ); He shall bruise your head, And you shall bruise His heel." 

Rev. 12:9 serpent = Satan 


Romans 16:20 Christ

Genesis 4:25 Seth - appointed as the seed 
Genesis 11 Shem’s Genealogy names Abram
Genesis 12:3 In Abram (as his seed or descendent) all the families of the earth will be blessed
The idea of the seed of Eve is talked about throughout the bible especially in Genesis – WHY?

NEED FOR SALVATION

Genesis 3:22-24  (Adam & Eve sin - driven out of garden) 
Romans 3:23 (All sin)

23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God
Romans 6:23 (sin & gift of God)
23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Isaiah 59:1-2 (Sin Separates us from God)

1 Behold, the Lord's hand is not shortened, That it cannot save; Nor His ear heavy, That it cannot hear. 2 But your iniquities have separated you from your God; And your sins have hidden His face from you, So that He will not hear.
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PROMISE TO ABRAHAM
GENESIS 12:1-3 (All families/Nations blessed thru Descendant of Abram)

Genesis 17:1-5  (God’s Covenant to Abram - Changes Abram name to Abraham)
Genesis 22:18  (Covenant with Abraham because of his obedience)

18 In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have obeyed My voice."
NEW TESTAMENT FULFILLMENT
Galatians 3:1-29
Galatians 3:8 (Preached the Gospel Beforehand)
6 just as Abraham "believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness." 7 Therefore know that only those who are of faith are sons of Abraham. 8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, saying, "In you all the nations shall be blessed."
Galatians 3:13-26 
13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, "Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree"), 14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
16 Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, "And to your Seed," who is Christ.
          The Seed is Christ

26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.

Involves Faith & Baptism
Act 3:16-26 (Explained in detail)
18 But those things which God foretold by the mouth of all His prophets, that the Christ would suffer, He has thus fulfilled. 19 Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out…

23 And it shall be that every soul who will not hear that Prophet (Christ) shall be utterly destroyed from among the people.' 24 Yes, and all the prophets, from Samuel and those who follow, as many as have spoken, have also foretold these days. 25 You are sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made with our fathers, saying to Abraham, 'And in your seed all the families of the earth shall be blessed.' 26 To you first, God, having raised up His Servant Jesus, sent Him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from your iniquities."

Involves Repentance

15 … "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.

Acts 2:38-39  to All

APPLICATION OF THE PROMISE
Psalm 119:160 The Entirety of God’s Word is Truth…  

Promise involves Faith, Baptism & Repentance
1.  Praying Jesus into your heart isn’t part of it
2.  Faith or Believe only is eliminated – ex. John 3:16

3.  Anything less than what is connected to the promise is eliminated.

What does the promise consist of?

1.  Belief/Faith – Gal. 3:13, Mark 16:16
2.  Confession -  
Romans 10:9-10
9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.
3.  Repentance – Acts 3:19

4.  Baptism 
Galatians 3:26-27
26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ.  
THE RESULT OF THE PROMISE
1 John 2:24-25  Eternal Life

24 Therefore let that abide in you which you heard from the beginning. If what you heard from the beginning abides in you, you also will abide in the Son and in the Father. 25 And this is the promise that He has promised us--eternal life.
Romans 6:23

23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
